COMMITTEES 
The Awards Event Committee organizes and coordinates DAABA’s Annual Awards Event held in the fall.   The Event recognizes individuals and organizations that have made a significant impact to DAABA and the DFW Asian American community.  The Event is the primary fundraising event for DAABA and raises funds to help provide scholarships for Asian American attorneys and students and contributes to the other community service and efforts supported by DAABA.
The Communications Committee is responsible for communicating information related to DAABA’s events and other DAABA matters to its members and other organizations.  The Committee is responsible for managing all DAABA publications, including any electronic newsletters, as well as maintaining and updating the DAABA website.

The Corporate Counsel Committee consists of DAABA’s in-house counsel. The committee provides in-house counsel with the opportunities for networking, information exchange, mentorship, meeting as a support group, and career development.    

The Corporate Governance Committee is responsible for managing and ensuring that DAABA’s policies and procedures are in compliance with local, state, and federal laws.  The Committee’s responsibilities include but are not limited to updating the bylaws, filing Federal taxes, and creating and managing policy documents.

The Foundation Committee is responsible for the investment and savings strategy for DAABA’s financial accounts as approved by DAABA’s officers and directors.  The Committee is formed and structured with the intent of evolving into an Endowment and is responsible for converting the Committee into an Endowment to support the community service objectives of DAABA.

The Program Committee coordinates and oversees all programs of general interest for DAABA members, including DAABA sponsored CLE programs and other CLE programs or similar seminars organized by other groups. The Committee is also responsible for coordinating activities and programs with law students for career guidance and other student related activities. 

The Public Relations Committee serves to promote DAABA’s commitment to developing and improving DAABA’s relations with both the community and government, which includes preparing letters of recommendation and nominations for appointments and awards, developing relationships with local and other government officials, and supporting programs sponsored by the sister bar organizations. 

The Service Committee implements and manages all of DAABA’s community service and pro bono efforts, including the recruitment of volunteers to support DAABA’s projects and other projects coordinated by the DBA and minority sister bar organizations.   The Committee also works in conjunction with other organizations to provide aid, relief, and other charitable activities. The Committee is responsible for advocating for the legal needs of the Asian American community and working with other organizations to promote and improve equality and justice for the Asian American community.

The Social Committee is responsible for recruiting new members and organizing all social events for DAABA’s members, including dinners, professional mixers, holiday parties, sporting events, family outings, and social events with other Asian organizations.  The Committee is also responsible for initiating, coordinating, and promoting, participation in activities sponsored by the Dallas Bar Association and the sister minority bar associations.
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
